target="_blank">27591049</a>). Acts as a direct binding intermediate that bridges RNF31/HOIP,

Cytoplasm. Nucleus {EC0O:0000250|UniProtkB:Q66HP6} Note=Detected in the tubular
compartment of the testis and, in the cytoplasm of the Sertoli cells.

Present at high level in Sertoli cells, but not detected in spermatogenic cells (at protein level)
